(the “Security Agent™).

BACKGROUND

The Original Chargors are required to enter into this Debenture as a condition of the Amendment Letter

(as defined below).

IT IS AGREED as follows:

1. DEFINITIONS AND INTERPRETATION

In this Debenture:

“Account” means all accounts and any credit balance in which a Chargor has an interest from
time to time on any account opened or maintained by any Chargor with any bank, building
society, financial institution or other person (and any replacement account or subdivision or
subaccount of that account) and includes all Related Rights.

Security) over its assets in favour of the Security Agent by executing a Sccurity Accession
Deed.

“Administration Event” mecans:

(a) a resolution is passed or an order is made for the winding-up, dissolution,
administration or re-organisation of any Chargor or an administrator is appointed to
any Chargor, save where expressly permitted by the terms of the Facilities Agreement;,

(b) any person (who is entitled to do so) gives notice of its intention to appoint an
administrator to any Chargor or files such a notice with the court.

“Amendment Letter” means the amendment letter dated on or about the date of this Debenture
between, amongst others, the Parent, the Original Chargors, Wilmington Trust (London)
Limited as Agent and the Security Agent.

“Charged Assets” means all of the assets and undertaking of cach Chargor, both present and
future, which from time to time are the subject of any Security Interests created (or expressed
or purported to be created) by it in favour of the Security Agent by or pursuant to this Security.

“Chargor” means an Original Chargor and an Additional Chargor.

“Existing Debentures” means the debenture dated 22 March 2019 and the supplemental
debentures dated 30 July 2021 and 9 December 2021 cach entered into between the Parent, the
entities listed in schedule 1 therein as the original chargors and the Security Agent.

“Facilities Agreement” mecans the facilities agreement dated 22 March 2019 between, among
others, Project Neptune Midco 2 Limited as parent and original guarantor, the subsidiary of the
Parent listed in part I of Schedule 1 (The Original Parties) thereto as borrowers, the financial
institutions listed in part Il of schedule 1 (7he Original Parties) thereto as original lenders and
Wilmington Trust (London) Limited as Agent, Wilmington Trust (London) Limited as Security
Agent and the other parties listed therein and as amended and restated pursuant to an
amendment and restatement dated 7 May 2020 and 30 July 2021, as amended by an amendment
letter dated 9 December 2021 and the Amendment Letter.

“Finance Document™ has the meaning given to it in the Facilities Agreement.

“Insurance Policy” means any confract or policy of insurance (including life insurance or
assurance but excluding any policies in respect of third party liability) in which any Chargor
may from time to time have an interest together with all amounts payable to such Chargor under
or in connection with each of those policies, and includes all Related Rights.

“Intellectual Property” means, in relation to a Chargor:

(a) all of such Chargor’s patents, trademarks, service marks, designs, business names,
copyrights, database rights, software rights, design rights, domain names, moral rights,
inventions, confidential information, know-how and other intellectual property rights
and interests, whether registered or unregistered; and

(b) the benefit of all applications and rights to use such assets of such Chargor.

“Intercreditor Agreement” means the intercreditor agreement dated 22 March 2019 between,
among others, the Parent as original debtor, the financial institutions named in part Il of
schedule 1 (The Parties) thereto as term loan lenders and Wilmington Trust (London) Limited
as Security Agent and the other parties listed therein.

“Intra-Group Loan™ means any loan by any Chargor as lender to any other member of the
Group or Holding Company of the Group, as borrower.

“Investments™ means, in relation to a Chargor:
(a) the Shares; and

(b) all other shares, stocks, debentures, bonds, warrants, coupons, options, other securities
and investments and rights to subscribe for other investments,

in each case whether held directly by, or to the order of, that Chargor or by any trustee, nominee,
fiduciary or clearance system on its behalf, and includes all Related Rights (and including all
rights against any such trustee, nominee, fiduciary or clearance system) “Lease’ means, in
relation to any of the Material Real Property which is leasehold, the lease or leases, agreement
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for lease, tenancy or licence pursuant to, and in accordance with which, a Chargor holds such
Material Real Property and any instrument supplemental to it which is expressed to be collateral
to it or entered into pursuant to or in accordance with its terms.

“Liabilities’ has the meaning given to it in the Intercreditor Agreement.

“Material Insurance Policy’” means any Insurance Policy which is necessary for or material
to the Group’s business, including the Insurance Policies specified in Schedule 5 (Material
Insurance Policies) or any schedule to a Security Accession Deed, and includes all Related
Rights.

“Material Intellectual Property” means Intellectual Property which is necessary for or
material to the Group’s business, including the Intellectual Property specified in Schedule 4
(Inteliectual Property) or any schedule to a Security Accession Deed, and includes all Related
Rights.

“Material Lease” means a leasehold interest in Real Property in England and Wales (other
than a leaschold interest with a term of less than 15 years remaining).

“Material Real Property” means:

(a) in relation to an Original Chargor, any freehold or leasehold property located in
England and Wales specified in Schedule 2 (Material Real Property) in respect of
which that Chargor has any right, title or interest;

(b) in relation to an Additional Chargor, any frechold or leasehold located property in
England and Wales specified in the schedule to the relevant Security Accession Deed
in respect of which that Chargor has any right, title or interest;

(c) in relation to a Chargor, any other freehold property located in England and Wales in
respect of which that Chargor has any right, title or interest and which has a market or
book value in excess of £250,000; and

(d) in relation to a Chargor, any Material Lease,

and includes any buildings, fixtures. fittings, fixed plant or machinery from time to time situated
on or forming part of such freehold or leasehold property, and includes all Related Rights.

“Permitted Security’ has the meaning given to it in the Facilities Agreement.

“Planning Acts” means all legislation from time to time regulating the development, use, safety
and control of Real Property and highways including but not limited to the Town and Country
Planning Act 1990, the Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990, the
Planning (Hazardous Substances) Act 1990, the Planning (Consequential Provisions) Act 1990,
the Local Government, Planning and Land Act 1980, the Planning and Compensation Act 1991,
the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004 and any regulations made pursuant to any of
the foregoing.

“Plant and Machinery” means, in relation to a Chargor, all present and future plant,
machinery, office equipment, computers, vehicles and other chattels of that Chargor (excluding
any for the time being forming part of that Chargor’s stock in trade or work in progress), and
includes all Related Rights.

“Security Interest” means any mortgage, charge, assignment, pledge, lien or other security
interest securing any obligations of any person or any other agreement or arrangement having
the effect of conferring security.

“Security Period” means the period beginning on the date of this Debenture and ending on the
Senior Discharge Date.

Intercreditor Agreement

Third Party Rights

A person who is not a party has no right under the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999
to enforce or to enjoy the benefit of any term of this Debenture.

Deed

It is intended that this Debenture takes effect as a deed notwithstanding the fact that a party
may only execute this document under hand.

Second-ranking Security

(a) All security created under this Debenture is created in addition to and does not affect
the security created by the Existing Debentures.

(b) Where this Debenture purports to create a first fixed security interest over an asset
secured by the Existing Debentures, that security interest will be a second ranking
security interest ranking subject to the equivalent security interest created by the
Existing Debentures until such time as the security interest created by the Existing
Debentures ceases to have effect. All references in this Debenture to "full title
guarantee” shall be qualified by reference to the Existing Debentures.

() Where a right or asset has been assigned (subject to a proviso for re-assignment on
redemption) under the Existing Debentures and the same asset or right is expressed to
be assigned again under this Debenture, that second assignment will take effect as a
fixed charge over the right or asset and will only take effect as an assignment if the
relevant security interest created by the Existing Debentures ceases to have effect at a
time when this Debenture still has effect.

COVENANT TO PAY

Each Chargor covenants with the Security Agent, as security trustee for the Secured Parties, to
pay, discharge and satisfy the Secured Obligations when they become due for payment and
discharge in accordance with their respective terms.

FIXED SECURITY

General

(c) Any powers of leasing conferred on the Security Agent by law are extended so as to
authorise the Security Agent to lease, make agreements for leases, accept surrenders or
leases and grant options as the Security Agent may think fit and without the need to
comply with any restrictions conferred by law (including under section 99 or 100 of
the Law of Property Act 1925).

No liability as mortgagee in possession

None of the Security Agent, any Receiver nor a nominee of either of them will be liable, by
reason of entering into possession of a Charged Asset:

(a) to account as mortgagee in possession or for any loss on realisation; or

(b) for any default or omission for which a mortgagee in possession might be liable,
except in the case of gross negligence or wilful default on its part.

Privileges

Each Receiver, the Security Agent or a nominee of a Receiver of the Security Agent is entitled
to all the rights, powers, privileges and immunities conferred by law (including the Law of

Property Act 1925) on mortgagees and receivers duly appointed under any law (including the
Law of Property Act 1925).

Protection of third parties

No person (including a purchaser) dealing with the Security Agent or a Receiver or its or his
agents will be concerned to enquire:

After this Security has become enforceable (or if requested by a Chargor) the Security Agent

(a) appoint one or more persons to be a Receiver of the whole or any part of the Charged

(b) appoint two or more Receivers of separate parts of the Charged Assets;

(d) appoint another person(s) as an additional or replacement Receiver(s); or
(e) appoint one or more persons to be an administrator of the Chargor(s).
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Capacity of Receivers

Each person appointed to be a Receiver pursuant to Clause 16.1 (Appointment and removal)
shall be:

(a) entitled to act individually or together with any other person appointed or substituted
as Receiver,

(b) for all purposes deemed to be the agent of the Chargor(s) which shall be solely
responsible for his acts, defaults and liabilities and for the payment of his remuneration
and no Receiver shall at any time act as agent for the Security Agent; and

() entitled to remuneration for his services at a rate to be fixed by the Security Agent from
time to time (without being limited to the maximum rate specified by the Law of
Property Act 1925).

Statutory powers of appointment

The powers of appointment of a Receiver shall be in addition to all statutory and other powers
of appointment of the Security Agent under the Law of Property Act 1925 (as extended by this
Security) or otherwise and such powers shall remain exercisable from time to time by the
Security Agent in respect of any part of the Charged Assets.

POWERS OF RECEIVERS

Every Receiver shall (subject to any restrictions in the instrument appointing him but
notwithstanding any winding-up or dissolution of the relevant Chargor) have and be entitled to
exercise, in relation to the Charged Assets, and as varied and extended by the provisions of this
Security (in the name of or on behalf of the relevant Chargor or in his own name and, in each
case, at the cost of the relevant Chargor):

PROTECTION OF PURCHASERS
Consideration

The receipt of the Security Agent or any Receiver shall be conclusive discharge to a purchaser
and, in making any sale or disposal of any of the Charged Assets or making any acquisition,
the Security Agent or any Receiver may do so for such consideration, in such manner and on
such terms as it thinks fit.

Protection of purchasers

No purchaser or other person dealing with the Security Agent or any Receiver shall be bound
to inquire whether the right of the Security Agent or such Receiver to exercise any of its powers
has arisen or become exercisable or be concerned with any propriety or validity on the part of
the Security Agent or such Receiver in such dealings.

POWER OF ATTORNEY
Appointment and powers

Each Chargor by way of security irrevocably appoints the Security Agent and any Receiver
severally to be its attorney and in its name, on its behalf and as its act and deed to execute,
deliver and perfect all other documents and do all things which the attorney may consider to be
required or desirable for:

(a) carrying out any obligation imposed on such Chargor by this Security or any other
agreement binding on such Chargor to which the Security Agent is party (including the
execution and delivery of any deeds, charges, assignments or other security and any
transfers of the Charged Assets and perfecting the security created or intended to be
created in respect of the Charged Assets) and which such Chargor has been requested
in writing by the Security Agent to do, but had failed to do within five Business Days
of such request; and

(b) enabling the Security Agent and any Receiver to exercise, or delegate the exercise of,
any of the rights, powers and authorities conferred on them by or pursuant to this
Security or by law (including, after this Security has become enforceable in accordance
with Clause 14 (When Security Becomes Enforceable), the exercise of any right of a
legal or beneficial owner of the Charged Assets).

Exercise of power of attorney

The Security Agent and any Receiver may only exercise the power of attorney granted pursuant
to Clause 20.1 (Appointment and powers) following:

(a) the occurrence of an Enforcement Event; or

Ratification

Each Chargor shall ratify and confirm all things done and all documents executed by any
attorney in the exercise or purported exercise of all or any of his powers.

EFFECTIVENESS OF SECURITY

Continuing security

(a) The Security shall remain in full force and effect as a continuing security for the
Secured Obligations unless and until discharged by the Security Agent.

(b) No part of the Security will be considered satisfied or discharged by an intermediate
payment, discharge or satisfaction of the whole or any part of the Secured Obligations.

Cumulative rights

The Security shall be cumulative, in addition to and independent of every other Security Interest
(including for the avoidance of doubt, under and pursuant to the Existing Debentures) which
the Security Agent or any Finance Party may at any time hold for the Secured Obligations or
any other obligations or any rights, powers and remedies provided by law. No prior Security
Interest (including for the avoidance of doubt, under and pursuant to the Existing Debentures)
held by the Security Agent (whether in its capacity as trustee or otherwise) or any of the other
Finance Parties over the whole or any part of the Charged Assets shall merge into the Security.

No prejudice

The Security shall not be prejudiced by any unenforceability or invalidity of any other
agreement or document or by any time or indulgence granted to any Chargor or any other
person, or the Security Agent (whether in its capacity as trustee or otherwise) or any of the other
Finance Parties or by any variation of the terms of the trust upon which the Security Agent
holds the Security or by any other thing which might otherwise prejudice that Security.

Remedies and waivers

No failure on the part of the Security Agent to exercise, or any delay on its part in exercising,
any rights, powers and remedies of the Security Agent provided by or pursuant to this Security,
shall operate as a waiver of those rights, powers and remedies, nor shall any single or partial
exercise of any such rights, powers and remedies preclude any further or other exercise of that
or any other rights, powers and remedies.

Partial invalidity

If, at any time, any provision of this Security is or becomes illegal, invalid or unenforceable in
any respect under the law of any jurisdiction, neither the legality, validity or enforceability of
the remaining provisions of this Security nor of such provision under the laws of any other
jurisdiction shall in any way be affected or impaired thereby and, if any part of the security
intended to be created by or pursuant to this Security is invalid, unenforceable or ineffective
for any reason, that shall not affect or impair any other part of the security.
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Waiver of defences

The obligations of, and the Security created by, each Chargor under this Security will not be
affected by any act, omission, matter or thing which, but for this Clause 21.6, would reduce,
release or prejudice any of its obligations under, or the Security created by, this Security and
whether or not known to such Chargor or any Finance Party including:

(a) any time, waiver or consent granted to, or composition with, any Obligor or other
person;
(b) the release of any other Obligor or any other person under the terms of any composition

or arrangement with any creditor or any Obligor;

() the taking, variation, compromise, exchange, renewal or release of, or refusal or neglect
to perfect, take up or enforce, any rights against, or Security over assets of, any Obligor
or other person or any non-presentment or non-observance of any formality or other
requirement in respect of any instruments or any failure to realise the full value of any
Security;

(d) any incapacity or lack of powers, authority or legal personality of or dissolution or
change in the members or status of, any Obligor or any other person;

(e) any amendment, novation, supplement, extension (whether of maturity or otherwise)
or restatement (in each case however fundamental and of whatsoever nature, and
whether or not more onerous) or replacement of a Finance Document or any other
document or security or of the Secured Obligations;

(f) any unenforceability, illegality or invalidity of any obligation of any person under any
Finance Document or any other document or security or of the Secured Obligations;
and

(2) any insolvency or similar proceedings.

Immediate recourse

Each Chargor waives any right it may have of first requiring a Finance Party (or any trustec or

Security Agent on its behalf) to proceed against or enforce any other rights or Security or claim

payment from any other person before claiming from such Chargor under this Security. This

waiver applies irrespective of any law or any provision of this Debenture to the contrary.

Deferral of rights

Until the end of the Security Period, no Chargor will exercise any rights which it may have by
reason of performance by it of its obligations under this Security:

(a) to be indemnified by an Obligor;

SECURITY POWER OF ATTORNEY

Appointment and powers

The Additional Chargor by way of security irrevocably appoints the Security Agent and any
Receiver severally to be its attorney and in its name, on its behalf and as its act and deed to
execute, deliver and perfect all other documents and do all things which the attorney may
consider to be required or desirable for:
